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Introduction

The Air Pollution Control District (District) has a program to provide funding to repower or retrofit off-
road heavy-duty diesel equipment with lower-polluting engines or retrofit control devices. For
qualifying equipment the program entails the District paying up to a set incremental cost as a percent of
the total cost of a new or repowered engine. The equipment owner is responsible for paying all
installation costs and some of the engine costs. Replaced engines need to be destroyed or scrapped.

This program will, in general, follow the guidelines of the California Air Resources Board’s (ARB) Carl
Moyer Memorial Air Quality Standards Attainment Program. For more information on this ARB program
see: http://www.arb.ca.gov/msprog/moyer/moyer.htm.

Requests for grant funding consideration for replacement of off-road equipment (vehicles) should be
submitted via the District’s “Off-Road Equipment Replacement Program” application form.

What You Need To Do

If you would like to be considered for participation in this repower program, fill out the attached
application and mail the signed original along with the required items listed in the application (see
Applicat Cheklist for guidance on required materials) to:

Submitting an application does not guarantee approval for funding, but will be used to determine the
potential emission reductions and District funding contribution associated with the proposed project.
Any equipment purchased prior to the execution of an official grant agreement will not be eligible for
funding.

Note: Repower installation and engine rebuild work may be conducted by the original equipment manufacturer
(OEM) or a non-OEM installer. The installation of the engine repower must be completed in a manner such that the
installation work does not void the warranty provided by the engine manufacturer and any remaining warranty
provided by the equipment/vehicle manufacturer. Proof of warranty will be required as a condition of grant payment.

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Eligibility Criteria

To be eligible for funding, projects must meet the criteria described in the Carl Moyer Program
Guidelines and the Carl Moyer Program Advisories (referred to hereafter as Guidelines). These criteria
include but are not limited to the following:

Existing engine(s) proposed for repower and/or retrofit must be operating in-service at the time
of application and operation must be demonstrated during District pre-inspection.

Emission reductions obtained through Carl Moyer Program projects must not be required by any
federal, state or local regulation, memorandum of agreement/understanding with a regulatory
agency, settlement agreement, mitigation requirement, or other legal mandate.

Projects must meet a cost-effectiveness calculated in accordance with the cost-effectiveness
methodology discussed in the Guidelines currently used to administer the APCD’s Carl Moyer
Program.

No emission reductions generated by the Carl Moyer Program shall be used as marketable
emission reduction credits, or to offset any emission reduction obligation of any person or

entity.

No project funded by the Carl Moyer Program shall be used for credit under any federal or state
emission averaging banking and trading program.

Funded projects must have at least 75 percent of their operation take place in California.

All engines in new vehicle purchases and repower projects must be certified by the ARB for sale
in California and must comply with durability and warranty requirements.

Auxiliary engines on mobile equipment and portable engines are not eligible for Moyer Funding.

One such
condition is the amount of annual operation of the grant equipment must be at least 70 percent of
the historic level of operation documented in the application that is entered as a condition of the
Grant Agreement.

If a VDECS lower than Level 3 is to be installed, a
letter from the engine manufacturer is attached specifying the highest level of VDECS that can be
installed on the engine and will perform in the specific engine application. The cost of this device
is eligible for funding and may be included in the project grant request.
